- PREFACE

The purpose of this book (Vol. I & II) is to help students lay a solid foundation in
reading and writing Chinese characters, the most challenging job for American students
learning Chinese. The 500 Chinese characters taught in this book are carefully selected
from Modules I - V in the Chinese Basic Course. The criteria for selection of those
characters are their high frequency of use in everyday situations and their productiveness
in forming multi-syllable words.

The exercises for each lesson can be categorized into two parts. The first part provides
students with systematic knowledge about Chinese characters,. It covers everything from
the stroke orders of writing a character to the way of consulting Chinese dictionaries,
from the character’s radical system to the frequently used sound elements. The second
part includes different kinds of reading and writing exercises: character analysis,
character writing, words formation, filling in characters in a sentence; translating English
sentences into Chinese characters, reading and translating Chinese text. All these
exercises are designed to parallel with the CBC Modules and enhance students' language
‘proficiency and FLO sub-skills. Two indexes of the 500 characters are provided in the
front of each volume for students’ convenient reference.

Finally, I want to acknowledge all instructors in CB2 and CB3 for their contributions
to this book during its four-year long development process. Special thanks are given to
‘Ms. Jane Shaw and Mr. Qi Fu who participated in developing the reading and writing
exercises at the early stage. I also want to express my sincere appreciation to Mr. Biller
and Mr. Yuanzhang Chen for spending their precious time to review and revise the final
draft of this book.

A. DUFHEPE The Radicals of Characters

A radical (Bf Ebushoy is the part of a character which classifies it for placement in
most dictionaries. Traditionally, there are 214 Chinese radicals. The number of radicals
varies from 189 to 226 in simplified-character dictionaries. On the next page, you will find
a Radical Index with their English meanings.

A radical does not merely classify a character for placement in the Chinese dictionary, it
sometimes suggests the character's original meaning, too. For instance, the female radical
% naturally appears in the characters for wife, lady, marriage, and other female relatives,
such as 30,5k 5,18 %, The characters containing mouth radical [ usually have
something to do with the mouth, such as: [a], &, ¥g, 13, #5(chi, eat). With radicals as clues, it
is easy to distinguish similar characters, such as ta ft and ta 11, na 3F and na 8.

B. EHFAEHCF M How to Consult a Chinese Dictionary

You must learn the radicals to use a Chinese dictionary since most dictionaries are
organized first by radical-index, and then by stroke count. For instance, if you want to
consult the dictionary to find the pronunciation and English meaning of the character®,
as the first step, you need to determine what part of the character is a radical. Since there
are no certain rules for locating the radical in a character (sometimes the left part,
sometimes the right part, the top, or the bottom, is the radical), just keep trying until you
find the real radical of the character. However, if you are familiar with the Chinese
radicals, you will quickly find Jlis the radical. Count the stroke number of the radical
I, it has 4 strokes. And find it in the radical-index. Then, count the stroke number for
the REST of the character %, you get 8 counts. Finally, in the Index of Characters
"KF3K", under the radical I and "/\E"(ba hua, 8 strokes), you will find the
character % and its page number.

A Chinese character usually has only one pronunciation. With this pronunciation,

the character may have a basic meaning and some extended meanings. Some characters,

however, have more than one pronunciation. Sometimes, different pronunciations share
the same meaning; for example, # can be pronounced as shui or shéi, Ff na or néi.

More often, different pronunciations suggest different meanings. For example, when 8

is pronounced “déi”, it means “have to”; “dé ” means “to get” ; and “de” is a particle.

To better understand the basic meaning of a Chinese character, it is good to know
how it was created. Traditionally, Chinese people created Chinese characters in four
different ways; thus, Chinese characters fall into four basic categories: Rictographic
characters, Self-explanatory characters, Associative compound characters, and
Rictophonetic characters.

A pictophonetic character, as its name indicates, is formed by two parts: the
meaning element 2% (xingpang) and the sound element 75 5% (shéngpéang). The
meaning element usually indicates the character’s meaning area while the sound
element indicates its sound. Take 15 (ma, mother) as an example, the radical 3ig

(n, female), is the meaning element indicating that the character is related to

female; while the sound element I, (ma, horse) indicates the character’s sound, it
has nothing to do with the character’s meaning. The following are also
pictophonetic characters:fy. 4. R, M. WG, 0B 0F. fh. 1. 4x,

. B. BE. 1E. & &, Fl. 8. Because of the big changes in the Chinese
language in the past two thousand years, many sound elements in the

pictophonetic characters now do not indicate the sound accurately, and some
meaning elements do not indicate the meaning either. For example, the sound

element 4 (shéng) in the character % (xing) doesn’t indicate the correct sound;

and we can not find any relationship between the meaning element 4 (walk
slowly) and the meaning of the character R (very). However, in most cases, the
sound and meaning element can still give us some hints about the character’s
sound and meaning. In modern Chinese, more than 80 percent of characters are
pictophonetic characters. We should pay more attention to this kind of characters.

As we have already learned, radicals are very important in Chinese characters.
Some radicals are characters, e.g. “%” in the character “P£” ; some are not
characters, e.g. “~*” in “Z%” ; some are variants of one-component characters,
e.g. “t 7 in“fE” is derived from the character “.[»” . Starting from this lesson,
we will introduce 75 common radicals.

(1) £ tu zipang Earth or Soil

The characters with “+> are usually related to the earth, land, or soil, e.g. #f,
di, land, ground; 3t kuai, lum , dollar (a lump of soil — dollar); 4% zu, to sit (to
sit on the ground — to sit); ¥} huai, bad (bad soil — bad).
(2) ~ sididndi, Fire |

This radical is derived from “’k”. The Radical of Fire is written as ‘X when
it.is on the left side of a character and it is usually written as .. when it is on the
bottom. As its original form, A! | indicates, characters with the fire radical are
mostly related to fire and burning, e.g. /& di3n, to light (a fire), dot; # re, be hot;

(3) O wéizikuing, Enclosure

This radical comes from the character “BE”(wéi, to enclose, to surround),

so the characters with this radical are related to the concept of limits or

This radical is simplified from “&”. Its original form, g , resembles a head.
The characters with “T1” are mostly related to the head, e.g. £ t1, topic (the head
of an article); % ling;, collar (the head of a garment), to lead; TR ding, top;
